Farm Loans
FSA makes direct and guaranteed farm ownership and operating loans to family-size farmers and
ranchers who cannot obtain commercial credit from a bank, Farm Credit System institution, or other
lender. FSA loans can be used to purchase land, livestock, equipment, feed, seed, and supplies. Loans
can also be used to construct buildings or make farm improvements.

Housing Assistance
USDA provides homeownership opportunities to low- and moderate-income rural Americans through
several loan, grant, and loan guarantee programs. The programs also make funding available to
individuals to finance vital improvements necessary to make their homes decent, safe, and sanitary.
USDA Multi-Family Housing Programs offer Rural Rental Housing Loans to provide affordable multi-family
rental housing for very low-, low-, and moderate-income families; the elderly; and persons with
disabilities. In addition, rental assistance is available to eligible families.

Rural Development Loan Assistance
USDA Rural Development forges partnerships with rural communities, funding projects that bring
housing, community facilities, business guarantees, utilties and other services to rural America. USDA
provides technical assistance and financial backing for rural businesses and cooperatives to create quality
Jobs in rural areas. Rural Development promotes the President's National Energy Policy and ultimately
the nation's energy security by engaging the entrepreneurial spirit of rural America in the development of
renewable energy and energy efficiency improvements. Rural Development works with low-income
individuals, State, local and Indian tribal governments, as well as private and nonprofit organizations and
user-owned cooperatives.

Beginning Farmers and Ranchers

USDA, through the Farm Service Agency, provides direct and guaranteed loans to beginning farmers and
ranchers who are unable to obtain financing from commercial credit sources. Each fiscal year, the Agency
targets a portion of its direct and guaranteed farm ownership (FO) and operating loan (OL) funds to
beginning farmers and ranchers.

Overview: The purpose of CIG is to stimulate the development and adoption of innovative conservation approaches and technologies, while leveraging the Federal investment in environmental enhancement and protection in conjunction with agricultural production. CIG projects are expected to lead to the transfer of conservation technologies, management systems, and innovative approaches (such as market-based systems) into NRCS policy, technical manuals, guides, and references or to the private sector. CIG does not fund research projects. Projects intended to test hypotheses do not qualify. CIG is used to apply or demonstrate previously proven technology. It is a vehicle to stimulate development and adoption of conservation approaches or technologies that have been studied sufficiently to indicate a high likelihood of success, and to be a candidate for eventual technology transfer or institutionalization. CIG promotes sharing of skills, knowledge, technologies, and facilities among communities, governments, and other institutions to ensure that scientific and technological developments are accessible to a wider range of users. CIG funds projects targeting innovative, on-the-ground conservation, including pilot projects and field demonstrations. In FY 2012, CIG is offering a water quality credit trading systems funding category. Water quality credit trading markets are an emerging means to meet existing or potential Federal and State level water quality requirements. The overall goal of these grants is to support State agencies and/or other cooperating entities seeking to design and launch water quality credit trading markets between point and non-point sources. NRCS will accept applications for single or multi-year projects, not to exceed 3 years, submitted to NRCS from eligible entities including Federally recognized Indian tribes, State and local units of government, and non-governmental organizations and individuals. Applications are accepted from all 50 States, the Caribbean Area (Puerto Rico and the Virgin Islands), and the Pacific Islands Area (Guam, American Samoa, and the Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands). Applications will be screened for completeness and compliance with the provisions of this notice. Incomplete applications will be eliminated from competition, and notification of elimination will be mailed to the applicant. Complete applications received by applicable deadlines will be evaluated by a technical peer review panel based on the Criteria for Application Evaluation identified in the application instructions in section V.B. Applications, along with their associated technical peer review, will be forwarded to the Grants Review Board. The Grants Review Board will make recommendations for project approval to the NRCS Chief who will make the final selections.

The principal objective of the Natural Resource Damage Assessment (NRDA) 2012 Multi-year Implementation Grants is to administer funds for sub-awarded coastal habitat conservation and restoration projects. The funded projects/sub-awards will be selected through NRDA restoration planning processes in response to natural resource injuries and lost use of natural resources due to those injuries. NOAA acts as a trustee on behalf of the public to protect and restore coastal and marine resources. For almost 20 years, NOAA has worked cooperatively with responsible parties (the individuals, companies, or government agencies responsible for an oil spill or hazardous substance release) and trustee councils (teams of state, tribal, and other federal agencies convened to respond to a specific spill, release, or grounding) to implement remedial actions that protect NOAA trust resources from additional harm. If an incident diminishes the services that natural resources provide, including human services (e.g., fishing, beach-going,) and ecological services (e.g., providing habitat, nutrient cycling), the trustees will seek to implement projects to restore those lost services. Since 1992, we have recovered more than $600 million from responsible parties to protect and restore coastal resources, including migratory fish, marine mammals, wetlands, reefs, and other coastal habitats. Applicants selected through this federal funding opportunity will be those capable of implementing trustee-selected NRDA restoration projects, or competitively soliciting projects to meet specific restoration goals determined by the trustee council. Projects selected by the trustees may be implemented through a subcontract to a specified organization, or may be directly implemented by the grantee requiring significant oversight, provided the trustees determine the applicant has relevant expertise.
