Small Business Lending Fund Act

Last week, the House of Representatives passed H.R. 5297, the Small Business Lending Fund Act of 2010. This bill, which I supported, will help expand lending to small businesses and offers tax incentives to help them grow, which in turn will help create new jobs across Georgia.
Specifically, the bill created three new programs to increase lending to small businesses:

· Title I creates a small business loan fund that will boost bank lending to small businesses struggling to gain access to credit due to the financial crisis.  The legislation will establish a $30 billion fund to provide additional capital to community banks to lend to small businesses looking to hire and expand their operations.

· The State Small Business Credit Initiative Program provides $2 billion in funding for new or existing state lending programs.  These programs already exist in around thirty states, and use small amounts of public dollars to generate substantial private bank financing.  By supporting existing expertise in states around the country and using an existing model that is easy to replicate, this program will quickly increase small business lending and create jobs.

· The Act establishes a new program within the Small Business Administration (SBA) to provide $1 billion in financing to support early stage small businesses in the form of true equity financing.  This program has twice passed the House of Representatives -- in H.R. 3854, the Small Business Financing and Investment Act, and again in H.R. 3738, the Small Business Early Stage Investment Act of 2009.

The bill also included an amendment that I cosponsored with my colleague, Congressman Steve Israel (NY-2), that asks banks who receive funds under this program to specifically try to reach out to minority-, women-, and veteran-owned small businesses. These folks are just as important to our economic success, but are often disadvantaged. This bill just makes sure they’re being made aware of ability of these funds, too. My amendment passed unanimously, 420-0.

In the past year, I’ve visited small businesses and met with small business owners in Savannah, Statesboro, Vidalia, Swainsboro, Sandersville, Wrens, and Augusta. I’ve also hosted a small business informational symposium. Small businesses are the economic engine of our country, and they employ over half of all U.S. workers. If our economy is going to get back on track, we need to make sure they have the access to capital they need to thrive. This bill does just that, and I was proud to support it.
Medicare and the New Health Law – What it Means for You

 

Recently, Medicare beneficiaries across the country received copies of a brochure “Medicare and the New Health Law – What it Means for You” in their mailboxes.  The mailing outlines key provisions of the Affordable Care Act for people with Medicare as well as members of their families.  The mailing is being sent in both English and Spanish.  

 

Because Medicare is a trusted resource for beneficiaries and their family members, the mailing encourages them to log on to www.medicare.gov or call 1-800-MEDICARE to get their questions about Medicare or the Affordable Care Act answered and reminds them to be on the alert for possible scams.

 

The first benefit that many people with Medicare will receive as a result of the passage of the new law is a one-time check for $250, if they enter the Part D donut hole and are not eligible for Medicare Extra Help.  Beginning next year, the Affordable Care Act ensures that Medicare beneficiaries will get free preventive care services like colorectal cancer screening and mammograms, in addition to a free annual wellness visit.   The law also includes new tools to help fight fraud by helping Medicare crack down on criminals who are seeking to scam seniors and steal taxpayer dollars.

It is anticipated that the project team will consist of a public-private partnership between the recipient, DOE, and NOAA in order to accomplish the goals of this FOA. This FOA will provide funding to a recipient to work in collaboration with federal participants (NOAA/DOE) to meet an emerging national need for more precise wind forecasts than are currently available. Accuracy of commercial wind energy forecasting services is limited to a large degree by core meteorological and forecast products available from the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration's (NOAA) National Weather Service, which to date has not focused on providing foundational meteorological information optimized for wind energy. This project seeks to research and test whether improved meteorological observations will provide more accurate wind forecasts that can be utilized within the public/private sector to facilitate grid operations. While a number of research, wind industry, and forecasting service organizations have made local or regional efforts to improve wind measurement and forecasting capabilities at turbine levels, typically using existing weather fore cast models and operating in a local area or region, advancements in both research and operational state-of-the-art for lower atmospheric sensing and numerical predictions on the national scale are still needed. The observation and data assimilation/modeling component of this project is anticipated to begin in early 2011 and continue for a 12 month period.

To apply in this category, repositories must have virtually all of their collections processed sufficiently so that researchers can find them through online searches, and they must have procedures in place to prevent the creation of new backlogs. If the applicant has not achieved these goals, it is ineligible for this category and should review the NHPRC’s Archives - Basic Projects grant announcement. In general, proposals should describe how the repository will process and create detailed descriptions at the series or file level. In the course of such processing, some selective refoldering and basic cleaning may be needed, and applicants must explain whether any item level treatment will be necessary, including removing fasteners, opening envelopes, and flattening, copying, encapsulating, de-acidifying, and mending documents. Projects should revise corresponding collection-level records and submit them to national library catalogs. In general, they should also create or revise detailed finding aids using Encoded Archival Description (EAD) and provide them to a national archival database and appropriate regional and institutional databases. If descriptive methods besides EAD are necessary for the collection, applicants should justify their selection of these methods. For collections of fragile textual materials, applicants may apply for grants in support of preservation reformatting. If parts of collections deserve item-level processing, proposals must justify this detailed work and provide estimates of the percentage of collections to be processed to the item level. When appropriate, applicants should consider hybrid microfilm/digitization (using dual head cameras, or microfilm-to-digital or digital-to-microfilm techniques). Applicants may propose limited digitization of series or items that have the most potential to benefit a broad public, or that provide illustrations of the type of records and documents found in the series and collection. Applications should detail the standards to be used in this process, itemize anticipated expenses, and estimate the percentage of the collections to be digitized. Applicants who wish only to engage in digitization of textual or visual materials, should see the Digitizing Historical Records announcement. For collections of unstable audio, film, or video materials, applicants may propose preservation reformatting or migration to appropriate analog or digital formats. Applicants should also outline their publicity and outreach plans for promoting use of collections. Grants for America’s Media Makers should encourage dialogue, discussion, and civic engagement, and they should foster learning among people of all ages. To that end, the Division of Public Programs urges applicants to consider more than one format for presenting humanities ideas to the public. NEH offers two categories of grants for media projects: development grants and production grants. Development grants enable media producers to collaborate with scholars to develop humanities content and format and to prepare programs for production. These grants cover a wide range of activities that include, but are not limited to, meetings and individual consultations with scholars, research, preliminary interviews, preparation of program scripts, designs for interactivity and digital distribution, and the creation of partnerships for outreach activities and public engagement with the humanities. Development grants should culminate in the refinement of a project’s humanities ideas, a script, or a design document for (or a prototype of) digital media components or projects. Sample narratives from successful development grant applications are available under the Program Resources section of the sidebar on the first page of the guidelines. You may request additional samples by sending an e-mail message to publicpgms@neh.gov. Before applying, applicants must have a solid command of the major humanities scholarship on their subject, have clarified the ideas that the project will consider, and have consulted with a team of scholarly advisers to work out the intellectual issues that the program will explore. Applicants must also have made preliminary decisions about the format and storyline and located essential materials for the program(s). Finally, they must have recruited the appropriate media professionals, especially the producer, writer, or interactive designer. Production grants support the preparation of a program for distribution. Applicants must submit a script for a radio or television program, or a prototype or storyboard for a digital media project, that demonstrates a solid command of the humanities ideas and scholarship related to a subject. NEH also supports Chairman’s Special Award projects. These projects are more complex and would be of compelling interest to the general public; they have the capacity to examine important humanities ideas in new ways and promise to reach large audiences. These goals can often be accomplished through combining a variety of program formats, forming creative collaborations among diverse institutions, and expanding the scope and reach of a project. The Chairman’s Special Award is offered at the production stage, but not at the development stage.

Grants for Fellowship Programs at Independent Research Institutions (FPIRI) support fellowships at institutions devoted to advanced study and research in the humanities. NEH fellowships provide scholars with research time and access to resources that might not be available at their home institutions. Fellowship programs may be administered by independent centers for advanced study, libraries, and museums in the United States; American overseas research centers; and organizations that have expertise in promoting research on foreign cultures. Individual scholars must apply directly to the institutions themselves. A list of currently funded institutions is available. In evaluating applications from programs at institutions located in the United States, priority is given to those with library holdings, archives, or other special collections—either on site or nearby—that are available as resources for NEH fellows. American overseas research centers should demonstrate a particular benefit to NEH fellows by virtue of their location and other resources. FPIRI grants provide funding to programs for humanities fellowships of four to twelve months. Fellowship tenure must be fulltime and continuous. FPIRI grants support fellowship stipends and standard allowances, as well as a portion of the costs of selecting the fellows. Indirect costs are not allowed in this program. Institutions are expected to pay FPIRI fellows stipends at a rate of $4,200 a month; therefore the minimum stipend would be $16,800 for a four-month fellowship, and the maximum stipend would be $50,400 for a twelve-month fellowship. A grantee institution may supplement the stipends of NEH fellows from its own funds, and fellows may receive additional funds from other sources. NEH fellows must be granted the benefits, services, and accommodations that are normally accorded other fellows.
