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Barrow Prepares Care Packages for Troops as Part of MLK

Washington, DC – On the eve of President-Elect Barack Obama’s inauguration, 
Congressman John Barrow (GA-12) heeded the President-Elect’s call to service by 
preparing care packages for our troops as part of the “Day of Service for Our Military” 
project.

“A Day of Service for Our Military” is a joint effort between Operation Gratitude, an 
organization that sends care packages to our troops stationed overseas, Washington DC 
Mayor Adrian M. Fenty, and Serve DC  (the Mayor's Office on Volunteerism).  The 
day’s mission is to provide the opportunity for all Americans to express their appreciation 
to those who serve our nation in uniform. 
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
