Manufactured Homes:  Eligible Units
Recent questions regarding manufactured home units and their eligibility for guaranteed financing has prompted the following guidance. 

RD Instruction 1980-D defines an existing dwelling as “A dwelling which has been completed for more than one year as evidenced by an occupancy permit or similar document.” 
Rural Development can finance new manufactured home units that are purchased through approved dealer-contractors.  A manufactured home unit is considered new if the purchase agreement is dated within 12 months of the date the unit was manufactured.  The date of manufacture is available on the factory installed plate on the unit.  Manufactured home units with a manufacture date exceeding 12 months of the purchase agreement contract will be ineligible for a guaranteed loan.    
 Approved lenders must retain evidence in their permanent case file of the purchase agreement date and the manufacture date of the unit.

The purpose of the Straight Talk on Preventing HIV Program is to develop gender- and age-specific HIV/AIDS prevention education that is culturally, spiritually, and linguistically appropriate for female teenagers at-risk for or living with HIV/AIDS. In the FY 2009 funding year, successful applicants will develop and pilot a cross-generational HIV/AIDS prevention education program that is adapted from an existing CDC evidence-based HIV prevention program listed in the 2008 CDC Compendium of Evidence-Bared HIV Prevention Programs to meet the needs of the applicants’ target population. The new program should be designed to establish effective communication between female teenagers and their mothers, grandmothers, aunts, cousins, and older sisters about health issues. The program’s aim is to teach sexual health as an integral part of heath and to teach female members of a family that a healthy life includes physical health, emotional health, and sexual health. The HIV/AIDS prevention education approaches will be specific to female teenagers at-risk for or living with HIV/AIDS and other female members of the family 12 – 18 years old , particularly African American, Native American/American Indian, and/or Hispanic/Latina populations. Through this program, the teenager’s mother, grandmothers, and other female members of the family (such as cousins, aunts, and other kinship network members) will become educated on how to demonstrate their love and support for their teenagers by learning healthy communication skills about physical health, emotional health, and sexual health.. As well as HIV/AIDS prevention, the program will teach female teenagers and adult women about understanding the interconnectedness of life experiences such as intimate partner violence and using drugs with risk prevention. With the use of behavioral health therapists, health educators, and peer groups, successful applicants will provide the teen-age participants with multiple outlets to recognize their at-risk behavior and learn about some alternatives, get tested for HIV and if needed, get tested for HIV on a regular basis, and schedule regular appointments with the behavior health therapist to receive counseling and strategies on how best to change at-risk behaviors. Involvement in the events of National Women’s Health Week and National Women and Girls HIV/AIDS Awareness Day will give participants additional opportunities to practice living a healthy lifestyle.

Who is Eligible to Apply for a Grant? Basic criteria. Eligible applicants are those communities that (1) are served by an airport that was not larger than a small hub airport for calendar year 1997 and (2) have insufficient air service or unreasonably high airfares. Communities that do not currently have commercial air service are also eligible, but they must have met or be able to meet in a reasonable period all necessary requirements of the Federal Aviation Administration for the type of service involved in their grant proposals. Communities served by medium and large hubs are not eligible to apply. Essential Air Service communities may apply. Small communities that meet the basic criteria and currently receive subsidized air service under the Essential Air Service (EAS) program are eligible to apply for funds under the Small Community Program. Indeed, a number of EAS-subsidized communities applied in past years and some have received grant awards. However, grant awards to EAS-subsidized communities are limited to marketing or promotion projects that support existing or newly subsidized air services. Grant funds will not be authorized for EAS-subsidized communities to support any new air service. Furthermore, no funds will be authorized to support additional flights by EAS carriers or changes to those carriers’ existing schedules. These restrictions are necessary to avoid conflicts with the EAS program.

Description

The Small Community Program was established under the Wendell H. Ford Aviation Investment and Reform Act for the 21st Century (AIR-21), P.L. 106-181, and reauthorized under the Vision 100-Century of Aviation Reauthorization Act, P.L. 108-176 (Vision 100). The program is designed to provide financial assistance to small communities to help them enhance their air service. The Department provides this assistance in the form of financial grants that are disbursed on a reimbursable basis. Under the Omnibus Appropriations Act, 2009 (P.L. 111-8), the Department received up to $8 million to carry out the Small Community Program. The program is limited to a maximum of 40 grant awards, with a maximum of four grants per State, in each year the program is funded. There are no limits on the amounts of individual awards, and the amounts awarded will vary depending upon the features and merits of the proposals selected. Over the past eight years, the Department’s individual grants have ranged from $20,000 to nearly $1.6 million. Authorized grant projects may include activities that extend over a multi-year period under a single grant award; however, grant funds are to be used in a timely manner. Generally speaking, individual grant awards have not exceeded a three-to-four-year period.

For FY 2010, the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration (FMCSA) anticipates awarding up to $15,000,000 in MCSAP High Priority (HP) grant funding. These funds will be awarded at FMCSA’s discretion for safety initiatives such as State data quality improvement, high visibility Commercial Motor Vehicle (CMV) and non-CMV traffic enforcement, public information and education, enhancements to State training, HM safety and special research efforts, if not already funded with MCSAP Basic or Incentive funds, with particular emphasis on innovative State-specific efforts that have a demonstrable potential for nationwide implementation. TRAFFIC ENFORCEMENT In FY 2010, FMCSA will dedicate between $5 and $10 million to traffic enforcement projects, such as the Ticketing Aggressive Cars and Trucks (TACT) program. TACT projects must include three elements: high visibility messaging, targeted enforcement activities in selected high-risk traffic areas, and post-activity evaluation. The intent of TACT programs is to decrease unsafe driving practices of commercial and non-commercial drivers, and to raise the awareness of the enforcement activity and the campaign message. The education, or messaging component, can be funded at 100% Federal share, with no matching contribution by the grantee. The enforcement and evaluation components will be funded at 80% Federal share, with a 20% grantee matching requirement. Requests for TACT program funding must be submitted as two separate applications: an education component, to be funded at 100%, and an enforcement/evaluation component, to be funded at 80%. Combined applications showing all three components will be funded at 80%, and a 20% funding match will be required for the enforcement/evaluation component and for the education component as well. To assist States in the pre-implementation and planning phase, TACT Readiness grants may be awarded during the fiscal year prior to program launch. Additional information is available in Attachment 3. Traffic enforcement projects are not limited to TACT programs, and applicants are encouraged to develop enforcement activities tailored to meet their specific needs. Proposals can incorporate innovative strategies unique to the applicant’s traffic environment, or may address CMV-related fatalities across multiple States by focusing on interstate corridors. NATIONWIDE SAFETY INITIATIVES In FY 2010, up to $5 million of HP funding will be dedicated to initiatives that promote nationwide safety, such as Rural Road CMV Safety Initiatives, Work Zone CMV Safety Improvements, and Passenger Carrier Safety, to be used as an enforcement tool.
