NEW PASSPORT RESTRICTIONS

Effective, June 1st, United States citizens entering the country from Canada, Mexico, Bermuda, and the Caribbean must present a valid passport or secure I.D. to re-enter the country.

Children under 16 are exempt but must present their birth certificate or other proof of U.S. citizenship such as a naturalization certificate or citizenship card.

By implementing this requirement, the U.S. government will be completing the land and sea phase of the Western Hemisphere Travel Initiative (WHTI). The WHTI also puts into action the U.S. Customs and Border Protection’s Trusted Travel Program, which provides expedited travel for pre-approved, low-risk travelers.

NEW BENEFITS WILL MAKE FEDERAL STUDENT LOAN PAYMENTS MORE MANAGEABLE TO REPAY

This week new benefits will take effect that will make college more accessible and affordable for millions of Americans.  The benefits are all kicking in as part of the College Cost Reduction and Access Act. The legislation invested $20 billion in college assistance for families, at no additional cost to taxpayers.  It is the single largest investment to help Americans pay for college since the GI Bill.

The new benefits include:
Cheaper interest rates on need-based (subsidized) federal student loans. On July 1, the interest rates on new subsidized federal student loans will decrease from 6 percent to 5.6 percent. This is the second of four annual cuts in this interest rate; it will continue to drop until it reaches 3.4 percent in 2011.

Reasonable and affordable monthly college loan payments for borrowers. A new Income-Based Repayment program will go into effect that caps borrowers’ monthly loan payments at just 15 percent of their discretionary income. Any current or future borrower whose loan payment exceeds 15 percent of their discretionary income is eligible. 

Higher Pell Grant scholarships that cover the average tuition at public universities. Due to funding provided by both the College Cost Reduction and Access Act and the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act, the maximum Pell Grant scholarship for the 2009-2010 school year will be $5,350 – more than $600 above last year’s award.

In addition, students and borrowers will be able to continue to take advantage of other recent programs enacted under the law. To encourage more students to become teachers, the law provides up-front tuition assistance, known as TEACH Grants, of $4,000 a year – for a maximum of $16,000 – to students who commit to teaching high need subject areas in high need schools for four years after graduation. Graduates who enter into public service careers, such as teachers, public defenders and prosecutors, firefighters, nurses, non-profit workers, and more, will be eligible for complete loan forgiveness after 10 years of qualifying public service and loan payments.

Rural Development has an on-going commitment to the success of the Single Family Housing Guaranteed Program (SFHGLP).  Rural Development state and field offices embrace the importance of assisting lenders in expediting all requests for loan approvals (Conditional Commitments) and Loan Note Guarantees in a timely and accurate manner.  Recognizing many Rural Development state and field offices are encountering record high volume of new loan activity, delivery of new loan approvals within the standard 48-hour turnaround time may not be met by Rural Development in all cases.  Rural Development staff must review each loan commitment request to determine eligibility for the SFHGLP as part of the quality control process.  Rural Development staff must also issue final Loan Note Guarantees on these same files after loan closing, upon receipt of the Lender’s closing package.

The Work Plan must indicate that the applicant is capable of providing all the housing counseling training topics listed in section III.C. New Guidelines Available for Media Makers Grants

The National Endowment for the Humanities' Grants for America's Media Makers program support projects in the humanities that "explore stories, ideas, and beliefs that deepen our understanding of our lives and our world."

The program invites proposals for radio, television, and digital media projects that combine radio or television programs with complementary projects using emerging technologies, museum exhibitions, reading and discussion programs, and other formats that expand and enhance programs' humanities content. NEH offers grants for media projects in the development and production stages.

Development grants enable media producers to collaborate with scholars to develop humanities content and format and to prepare programs for production. Awards for development typically range from $40,000 to $75,000 each, and are usually made for a period of six to twelve months.

Production grants support the preparation of a program for distribution. Applicants must submit a script for a radio or television program or a prototype or storyboard for a digital media project that demonstrates a solid command of the humanities ideas and scholarship related to a subject. Awards for production last for one to three years and may range from $100,000 to $800,000 each. Chairman's Special Awards of up to $1 million are available for large-scale, collaborative, multi-format projects that will reach broad portions of the public.

Applications may be submitted for any phase of a project; applicants are not required to obtain a development grant before applying for a production grant.

Any U.S. nonprofit organization with tax-exempt 501(c) (3) status is eligible, as are state and local governmental agencies. Individuals are not eligible. Independent producers who wish to apply for NEH funding are advised to seek an eligible organization to sponsor the project and submit the application to NEH.

Grants for Fellowship Programs at Independent Research Institutions (FPIRI) support fellowships at institutions devoted to advanced study and research in the humanities. NEH fellowships provide scholars with research time and access to resources that might not be available at their home institutions. Fellowship programs may be administered by independent centers for advanced study, libraries, and museums in the United States; American overseas research centers; and organizations that have expertise in promoting research on foreign cultures. Individual scholars must apply directly to the institutions themselves. A list of currently funded institutions is available. In evaluating applications from programs at institutions located in the United States, priority is given to those with library holdings, archives, or other special collections—either on site or nearby—that are available as resources for NEH fellows. American overseas research centers should demonstrate a particular benefit to NEH fellows by virtue of their location and other resources. FPIRI grants provide funding to programs for humanities fellowships of four to twelve months. Fellowship tenure must be continuous. FPIRI grants support fellowship stipends and standard allowances, as well as a portion of the costs for both publicizing the availability of the fellowships and selecting the fellows. The stipends and allowances for NEH fellows are determined in accordance with an institution’s usual practices. However, the maximum amount of NEH funding is $50,400 for a six- to twelve-month fellowship and $25,200 for a four- to five-month fellowship. A grantee institution may supplement the stipends of NEH fellows from its own funds, and fellows may receive additional funds from other sources. NEH fellows must be granted the same benefits, services, and accommodations normally accorded other fellows.
