Applications for these grants must be received by October 23, 2009, at 5:00 p.m. Eastern Standard Time (EST).

FP&S grants support projects that enhance the safety of the public and firefighters from fire and fire-related hazards. The grants are competitive, and their primary goal is to target high-risk populations. Grant awards are made in order to mitigate high incidences of death and injury and to carry out research for improving firefighter safety. Examples of the types of fire prevention projects that are supported by FP&S include smoke alarm installation, fire prevention and public safety education campaigns, juvenile fire setter interventions, media campaigns, and arson prevention and awareness programs. Organizations that are eligible to apply under the research activity should consult the Program Guidance for detailed information on priorities and areas of emphasis.

The tutorial provides you with valuable grant information and will walk you through the preparation and submittal of competitive applications. Department of Education Proposes Requirements for School Improvement Grants

The U.S. Department of Education has announced draft requirements for $3.5 billion in Title I School Improvement grants targeting the nation's lowest-performing schools.

The Obama administration's strategy for turning around low-performing schools includes identifying the lowest-achieving Title I schools in each state; supporting only the most rigorous interventions that hold the promise of producing rapid improvements in student achievement and school culture; providing sufficient resources over several years to implement those interventions; and measuring progress in achieving results. The grants will be funded by $546 million from the department's FY2009 appropriation and an additional $3 billion from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act.

To be eligible for funding, each state must identify three tiers of schools: the lowest-achieving 5 percent of Title I schools in terms of improvement, corrective action, or restructuring, or the five lowest-performing Title I schools, whichever number is greater (Tier I); equally low-achieving secondary schools that are eligible for but do not receive Title I funds (Tier II); and the remaining Title I schools in improvement, corrective action, or restructuring that are not Tier I schools in a state (Tier III).

In addition, each state must demonstrate its commitment to improving student achievement by implementing in Tier I and II schools one of four interventions: a turnaround model in which the principal and at least 50 percent of the school's staff are replaced and a new governance structure is adopted; a restart model in which failing schools are closed and reopened under the management of a charter school operator, charter management organization, or educational management organization; school closure; or a transformational model in which districts help develop teacher and school leader effectiveness, implement comprehensive transformational reform strategies, extend learning and teacher planning time, and provide operating flexibility and sustained file://localhost/message/%253C200627888.-1833591302@yda.ydaDB.mail.democracyinaction.com%253Esupport. 

"The large investment in school improvement funds made possible by [the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act] presents a historic opportunity to attack education's most intractable challenge — turning around or closing down chronically low-achieving schools," said Secretary of Education Arne Duncan. "Our goal is to turn around the five thousand lowest-performing schools over the next five years as part of our overall strategy for dramatically reducing the drop-out rate, improving high school graduation rates, and increasing the number of students who graduate prepared for success in college and the workplace."

Fund to Provide $650 Million in Stimulus Money to Innovative Education Programs

Innovative education programs around the country could soon benefit from a $650 million competitive grant fund included in the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act, the Associated Press reports.

Part of the $5 billion provided by ARRA to overhaul schools, the Investing in Innovation Fund will support programs run by school districts and nonprofits, including colleges and universities, organizations that work to turn around failing schools, and charter schools. According to U.S. Secretary of Education Arne Duncan, programs that have proven successful will be awarded up to $50 million each, while programs that need money to expand or build a research base could receive up to $30 million and promising ideas worth trying could receive up to $5 million.

Speaking to a group of school superintendents, Duncan cited Teach for America as one of many examples of successful, innovative education programs. Launched in 1990, the nonprofit recruits recent college graduates to teach in schools in poor communities for at least two years. This fall, the organization will place some 4,100 recruits in classrooms.

"Of course, Teach for America hasn't solved the problem of how we recruit the best and the brightest to be teachers," Duncan said. "I was just trying to highlight that innovation comes from different places. I was trying to set a tone that we're not going to look at the usual players, the usual suspects."

Foundation Center Launches National Education Stimulus Initiative

The portal contains interactive maps with details on foundation and ARRA funding for each state; summaries of best and promising practices drawn from foundation-sponsored reports; spotlights of current foundation initiatives on education reform; lists of top foundation funders and nonprofit recipients in each of the education reform areas, by state; and regularly updated education news from the center's Philanthropy News Digest. Visitors will be able to post comments on portions of the site, funders will be able to post upcoming programs and events, and an interactive discussion forum will be added to foster real-time conversations about strategies, program evaluation methods, and recent grants awarded.

"There is a unique window of opportunity in the coming weeks and months for private philanthropy to leverage its investment in education," said Foundation Center president Bradford K. Smith. "Funders need fast-track tools to target areas of need and collaborate in new ways to improve educational opportunities across the country. The Foundation Center is ideally positioned to provide foundations with the knowledge platform needed to advance this process."

An eligible applicant must be: either a unit of state or local government or a private not-for-profit organization that has tax-exempt status under the Internal Revenue Code; located in one of the fifty states of the United States of America, the District of Columbia, the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, Guam, American Samoa, the Virgin Islands, the Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands, the Republic of the Marshall Islands, the Federated states of Micronesia, or the Republic of Palau; and a museum that, using a professional staff, (1) is organized on a permanent basis for essentially educational or aesthetic purposes; (2) owns or uses tangible objects, either animate or inanimate; (3) cares for these objects; and (4) exhibits these objects to the general public on a regular basis through facilities which it owns or operates. An organization uses a professional staff if it employs at least one professional staff member, or the fulltime equivalent, whether paid or unpaid primarily engaged in the acquisition, care, or exhibition to the public of objects owned or used by the institution. An organization “exhibits objects to the general public” if such exhibition is a primary purpose of the institution. Further, an organization which exhibits objects to the general public for at least 120 days a year shall be deemed to exhibit objects to the general public on a regular basis. An organization which exhibits objects by appointment may meet the requirement to exhibit objects to the general public on a regular basis, if it can establish, in light of the facts under all the relevant circumstances, that this method of exhibition does not unreasonably restrict the accessibility of the institution's exhibits to the general public. Please note that an organization which does not have as a primary purpose the exhibition of objects to the general public. but which can demonstrate that it exhibits objects to the general public on a regular basis as a significant, separate, distinct, and continuing portion of its activities, and that it otherwise meets the museum eligibility requirements, may be determined to be eligible as a museum under these guidelines. A museum located within a parent organization that is a state or local government or multipurpose non-profit entity, such as a municipality, university, historical society, foundation, or a cultural center, may apply on its own behalf, if the museum: (1) is able to independently fulfill all the eligibility requirements listed above; (2) functions as a discrete unit within the parent organization; (3) has its own fully segregated and itemized operating budget; and (4) has the authority to make the application on its own. When any of the last three conditions cannot be met, a museum may apply through its parent organization. Prospective applicants that cannot fulfill all of these requirements should contact IMLS to discuss their eligibility before applying. IMLS may require additional supporting documentation from the applicant to determine the museum’s autonomy. Each eligible applicant within a single parent organization should clearly delineate its own programs and operations in the application narrative. A parent organization that controls multiple museums that are not autonomous but which are otherwise eligible may submit only one application per grant program; the application may be submitted by the parent organization on behalf of one or more of the eligible museums.
